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A. Roll Call.  President Al Magyar called the phone conference to order at 8:04 PM (EST).  Executive Committee members present were Louise Terry, Vice President; Bill Batty, Secretary/Treasurer; 
Bob DeFrancesco, Zone 1; Jim Gast, Zone 3; Ed Bergstedt, Zone 5; Bob Hansen, Zone 6; Don Blaylock, Zone 7; John Bratty, Zone 8; and Bill Harder, Immediate Past President.  Also present were Don Snyder, Executive Director and Trish Magyar, Assistant Secretary.  Warren Ruello, Zone 2, previously notified he would not be available.  Absent were Bill Murrell, Zone 4; Kirk Traber Zone 9.

B. Sporting Clays TV.  Don Snyder presented the proposal received from Linden Productions to produce a series of skeet and sporting clays videos to air on national TV.  Scott Linden has filmed a number of episodes for OLN’s “Cast and Blast” series.  Depending upon the level of sponsor involvement, our maximum cost would be $12,000 for the production of the pilot episode.  This is a great opportunity to gain national exposure for promotion of skeet and sporting clays.  Motion by Ed Bergstedt, 2nd by 
Bob DeFrancesco, to contract for the pilot episode.  Motion passed all in favor.  Bob DeFrancesco recommended that access to any videos produced under this contract be made available to the Associations and our member clubs.
C. Rules Ballot.  Louise Terry presented the two changes forwarded by the Rules Committee.  
Item #1 – Cross-classification

There have been a number of instances of individuals who have shot registered targets in other clay target disciplines who have been initially classified below their ability in NSSA.  NSCA has previously adopted such a cross-classification rule.  For other new NSSA shooters who are classified B or lower in another clay target sport, they follow normal classification procedures for a "New Shooter".  It is recommended that the following be adopted as V-A-10-f and the present V-A-10-f be renumbered V-A-10-g.

f. A first time NSSA member who has been classified by another clay target organization in Class A or above, is required to declare a class no more than one class lower than their highest class held within the last three years.  Such shooters may not classify downward, only upward, until the end of the current shooting year.  Such a first time NSSA shooter classified by another clay target organization below Class A shall follow the regular NSSA classification procedure for a NEW SHOOTER.

Motion by Bob DeFrancesco, 2nd by Bob Hansen, to forward the above rules change to the Board of Directors for a vote.  Motion passed all in favor.  

Item #2   Calculation of team long runs.

The current method of calculating team long runs as presently stated in the Rules book is not easily understood, nor is it being consistently applied across the country.  Given that teams frequently do not shoot shoulder-to-shoulder it is often impossible to determine which member of the team missed first without manually reviewing the score sheets or making an arbitrary assumption that may not be true.  It is suggested than for consistency and ease of calculation that the front long run for a team is the sum of the individual members front runs and that the team’s back long run similarly be the sum of their individual back long runs.  Note: This is for long run tie breaking only and does not in any way change the way shoot-offs are to be conducted or scored when a shoot-off is conducted for a team tie.  Reword II-B-8-e to read:

Long runs for team scores shall be the sum of the individual long runs for each team member.  That is, the individual team member's front long runs will be totaled to determine the team's front long run, and the individual back long runs totaled for the team's back long run.

Motion by Bill Batty, 2nd by Jim Gast, to forward the above rules change to the Board of Directors for a vote.  Motion passed all in favor.  

If approved by the Board of Directors, the above rules changes will be effective immediately.

D. Nomination of Officers.  Al Magyar opened the floor for nomination of officers.  Al Magyar nominated Louise Terry for President; 2nd by Bob DeFrancesco.  There were no other nominations for President.  Ed Bergstedt nominated Bill Batty for Vice President; 2nd by Bob DeFrancesco.  There were no other nominations for Vice President.  Bob DeFrancesco nominated Bill Murrell for Secretary-Treasurer; 2nd by Bill Harder.  Louise Terry nominated Jim Gast for Secretary-Treasurer; 2nd by Bill Batty.  There were no other nominations; nominations were closed.  Al Magyar will contact Bill Murrell to confirm that he will serve if elected and, if so, will ballot the Executive Committee members to forward one nominee.  Note: Following the phone conference, Al Magyar called Bill Murrell.  Due to extenuating circumstances, Bill regretfully declined the nomination.  Therefore, Jim Gast will be forwarded as the nominee for Secretary-Treasurer.
E. New Business.  
a. Bob Hansen requested the Association consider providing financial assistance to member clubs adversely affected by last year’s hurricanes.  The Executive Committee requested the clubs send a letter to NSSA detailing the damages and uninsured losses, and the impact on their operations.  It was also recommended the clubs look into acquiring a Pitman-Robertson grant through their respective state's wildlife/parks agency.
b. Bob DeFrancesco asked that the Executive Committee further discuss the High Average Leader criteria at the June meeting.  He will contact Phyllis Mills to ensure it gets onto the agenda.
c. Louise Terry briefed the committee members on her and Bill Batty’s attendance at the NSCA Advisory and Executive Council meeting in February and the revitalization of the NSSA/NSCA Steering Committee.  A recommendation was made to offer a “joint” membership at a price less than two separate memberships for individuals who compete in both shooting disciplines.  Steve Scales is gathering data so this idea can be discussed further at the June meeting.  Al Magyar thanked both Louise Terry and Bill Batty for the superb job they did at those meetings.
There being no further business, motion by Bob DeFrancesco, 2nd by Louise Terry, to adjourn.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:50PM (EST).
